Thula Thula, KwaZulu-Natal, South Africa

Thula Thula has  become the first privately owned game reserve in KwaZulu-Natal to infuse its rhino horns with an indelible dye and ectoparasiticides to protect its two orphans, Thabo and Nthombi, from poachers.

To tackle rhino poaching in South Africa, the horn infusion added to extreme security measures may be the best solution to protect the reserve's existing rhinos and any future orphans that the Thula Thula Rhino Sanctuary will rescue.

Thabo & Nthombi are both orphaned rhinos that were relocated to Thula Thula from Moholoholo Rehab Centre when they were only a few months old.

Rhino horn infusion

Though still controversial, rhino horn infusion is a sustainable, cost effective proactive solution to the ongoing rhino poaching scourge. 

A special compound of depot ectoparasiticides (though completely safe for rhino & other wildlife), is infused through a hole drilled into the rhino horn.

The compound is then absorbed by the entire horn, remaining effective for up to 7 years, the time taken for the entire horn to grow out.

Ectoparasiticide makes the horn unsuitable for human consumption – as it causes serious illness, leading to diarrhoea, nausea & in extreme cases convulsions and nerve disorder. 

An indelible dye that saturates the horn is also inserted and cannot be removed.

If the horn is cut through (should the animal be poached) it has a blue colour to it. 

Apart from warning international crime syndicates, and those using rhino-based traditional health remedies, that the horns could cause serious illness, the dye can also be picked up on airport X-ray scanning machines – even if the horn is ground to powder. 

DNA sampling (results of which will go into a nationwide data base) & microchip tracking technology is also undertaken. Signs warning poachers of our treated rhino horn have been placed around the entire boundary of the reserve.

The highly rhythmic and trance-oriented form of singing often takes place during rituals to honour the Mother Goddesses and connect to other gods. 

It is performed mostly at temples and pagodas, with Dan Nguyet (moon-shaped lute) the main musical instrument used in the genre.

January Festival (Fiestas de Enero), Chiapa de Corzo, Mexico
15 to 23 January 2014

For a week each January there’s non-stop revelry in this normally quite town, with the excitement culminating in a mock naval battle on the Grijalva River. 

During the dance of the Parachicos, hundreds of townspeople dress in brightly colored sarapes, wooden masks made to resemble the original Spanish colonizers and wigs made of shocks of bristling broom thistle. 

Easter Pilgrimage, Tilcara, Argentina. Wednesday of Easter Week
Tilcara, located in Argentina's northwestern-most province close to the border with Bolivia, is known as an artists’ enclave. 

But on this day it turns into the site of one of South America's great pilgrimages, when thousands of sikuris (pan flute wielding devotees of the Virgen of Copacabana) return from the Virgen's mountain sanctuary, carrying banners and playing their pan flutes.

Virgen del Carmen Celebration, Paucartambo, Peru

15 to 17 July 2014

This Andean hamlet (population 5,000) becomes the staging ground for an atmospheric, energetic and heart-felt homage to the town's beloved Mamacha Carmen (the Virgen of Carmen). 

More than 15 comparsas (dance troupes) decked out in fantastical masks and elaborate costumes portray the region's ethnic groups, professions and history, in turns majestic and humorous. 

Fireworks and daredevil dancers ignite the town's square on the festival's opening night, while the story of the Mamacha Carmen's victory over the demons and other forces of evil is re-enacted. 

On the final day, a moving procession to visit dearly departed members of the various comparsas concludes the annual event.

Day of the Dead Kite Festival, Sumpango, Guatemala

1 November 2014

Every year on 1 November, residents in Sumpango fly colorful kites inscribed with messages to their dearly departed. 

The focal point of the festivities is the town's cemetery where families gather to commune and celebrate with relatives past and present a giant kite competition adds an exclamation point to the annual fest, with dozens of super-sized, technicolor entrants -- some measuring more than 30 feet across -- competing for prizes and the cameras' eye.

Walk in Georgian Bath

An exhibition at the Fashion Museum entitled Georgians: 18th century dress for polite society (25 January 2014 – 1 January 2015) will present a selection of the fashions worn by those attending assemblies and other glittering occasions of 18th century life.  

Taking the waters

During the 18th Century, people came to Bath in huge numbers to ‘take the waters’.  

It was believed that the natural thermal water could help to cure diseases and so people would visit Bath to bathe and drink the water.  

Today’s bathers head to the Thermae Bath Spa, which combines historic spa buildings with contemporary design and a roof-top pool.

Bath’s art scene 

Bath was a centre for portrait painting in the late 18th century and many of the best portrait painters at the time came to Bath, most notably Thomas Gainsborough, who worked here for many years.  

His portrait of Captain William Wade is featured at the Victoria Art Gallery.  The Holburne Museum also holds works by Thomas Gainsborough as well as other notable Georgian painters.

Georgian architecture 

Bath has a 5,000 listed buildings and offers the most impressive Georgian architecture in the country with iconic sights such as the Royal Crescent and Circus which have been recognised by UNESCO, awarding Bath with its prestigious World Heritage Status.

Jane Austen’s Bath

Jane Austen lived in Bath for six years and based two of her novels in the city.  

The Jane Austen Centre tells the story of this ever-popular writer, while a free walking tour available on www.visitbath.co.uk takes you to the locations used in Jane’s novels and places she lived and visited.  

The annual Jane Austen Festival (12 – 20 September 2014) is a celebration of Austen’s work and Regency times and offers a packed programme of theatrical events, walking tours, talks and more.

The Moundville Archaeological Site, also known as the Moundville Archaeological Park, is a Mississippian culture site on the Black Warrior River in Hale County, near the city of Tuscaloosa, Alabama.

The site was occupied from around A.D. 1000 until A.D. 1450, and at the time of heaviest residential population, the community took the form of a three hundred-acre village built on a bluff overlooking the river.

At its height the Moundville community contained a population of about one thousand with around ten thousand in the entire valley. 

The archaeological park portion of the site is administered by the University of Alabama Museums and encompasses 185 acres (75 ha), consisting of 29 platform mounds around a rectangular plaza.

The county is noted for its undeveloped landscape of high moorland, a favourite with landscape painters, and now largely protected as a National Park. 
Northumberland is the most sparsely populated county in England, with only 62 people per square kilometre.
The county’s dark sky bid has been lodged with the International Dark Skies Association  and, if successful, will offer protection to 1500sq kilometres of Northumberland’s dark skies.

Key organisations involved include Kielder Water & Forest Park Development Trust, Northumberland National Park Authority and Kielder Observatory Astronomical Society who have been working on the plan for two years.

The Dark Skies Park would stretch from Hadrian’s Wall to Wooler, with Key sites including :

· Cawfields, near the south west of the County, and  

· Kielder Observatory, situated just half a mile from the Scottish border on Black Fell near James Turrell's Kielder Skyspace. 
Both areas have dark sky status individually with the IDA bid uniting both areas under one banner.

Tenerife’s Teide National Park – a UNESCO World Heritage Site – has been awarded Starlight Tourist Destination and Starlight Reserve certificates by the Starlight Foundation.

The certificates are given to places with low light pollution and pristine night-sky conditions are considered ideal for stargazing.

The Day of the Dead, Mexico

Day of the Dead (Dia de los Muertos) is often confused with Halloween, which it closely follows.

Its true origins stem back to the Aztec festival that honours the goddess Michacacihuatl, also known as Lady of the Dead. 

The 1 November is traditionally the Dia de los Angelitos or Day of the Little Angels where the infants and children that has passed away can be remember. 

The 2 November is the Day of the Dead. Mexicans believe that on these days the souls of lost loved ones return to earth to be with their family once more.
Individuals celebrate the holiday in different ways. Some grieve or mourn; others use the day as a light hearted way of reflecting on lost relatives. 

A typical symbol of the Day of the Dead are the Catrina figures – skeletons dressed in formal clothing, originating as a parody poking fun at the upper class Mexican female. 

Other traditions involve reciting short poems called calaveritas that highlight the funny moments shared with the deceased in the past.

The cemetery plays a large role in the celebrations with offers of favourite food and drinks of the deceased left at the graves.  

Colourful events and celebrations are often accompanied by music, costumes, food and drink and involve both adults and children.

Belize is a country on the northeastern coast of Central America and the only country in the area where English is the official language, although an English creole (Kriol) and Spanish are more commonly spoken. 

Belize is bordered on the north by Mexico, to the south and west by Guatemala and to the east by the Caribbean Sea. 

Belize's abundance of terrestrial and marine species and its diversity of ecosystems give it a key place in the globally significant Mesoamerican Biological Corridor.
Belizean cuisine is a fusion food – a mix of Mexican, African, Caribbean, Spanish and Mayan. 

Seafood is particularly good with catches of fish, prawns and lobster freely available and good value. 

Rice and peas are a staple for Belizeans and served with almost every meal. 

The dish differs from it Caribbean origins with the use of red instead of black beans. 

Another favourite among Belizeans are chicken, beef and fish stews packed with dark spices. Black Gumbo or chimole can also be found in most local eateries.

On most tables you will find Marie Sharp’s Hot Sauce, made from habanera peppers, onions and carrots which is dolloped onto almost everything eaten and peeps up even the blandest of dishes. 

Jonnycakes (a dry baked biscuit) and fry jacks (a deep fried batter dusted with sugar) are commonly eaten in the morning. 
Fruit in Belize is particularly abundant with ripe papayas, melons, bananas and mangos found almost everywhere.

The Tayos Caves in Ecuador

The Tayos Caves in Ecuador, which have opened to the public for the first time, are located in the Morona Santiago district surrounded by tropical rainforest and the Sangay National Park.

These remote caverns also known as la cueva de los tayos or cave of the oilbirds.
To access the caves visitors must first drop down through a 63 metre deep tunnel called the chimney. Once inside many Palaeolithic artefacts dating back from 48,000 to 12,000 BC can be found. 

Alongside these are ceramics created by the pre-Shuar civilisation in around 3,000 BC.The opening of these caves will be a real boost for tourism and the economy in the region. 

Many of the local people are being trained as guides to allow communities in the area to create a sustainable tourism industry. 

The oilbirds are a kind of nightjar that have sonar similar to bats and feed on palm fruits at night. The name comes from the fat in the chicks which were rendered down into oil by the natives.

Since 2012, Dundonald has been sending zero amount of waste to landfill and on the golf course green waste such as grass clippings and woody waste are stored and screened for recycling. 
This has resulted in 3000 tonnes of top soil, which is used for all golf course construction.

Hookworm

Hookworm is an intestinal parasite, which is easily contracted through contact with contaminated soil.

Lymphatic Filariasis

Lymphatic Filariasis, otherwise known as Elephantiasis, is a debilitating disease transmitted by mosquitoes.

Onchocerciasis

Onchocerciasis, also known as River Blindness, is a blinding disease.


	Schistosomiasis

Schistosomiasis, otherwise known as Bilharzia or Snail Fever, is a parasitic disease carried by fresh water snails.

Trachoma

Trachoma, or Blinding Trachoma, is an infectious disease of the eye. Spread by contact with discharge from the eye of an infected person.

Trichuriasis

Trichuriasis, also known as Whipworm, is an infection caused by parasitic worms which attack the large intestine.

San Sebastian, in Northern Spain's Basque region, has more Michelin-starred restaurants per capita than any other city in the world. 

Basque markets

Weekly Basque markets sell cheeses such as the smoky, nutty Idiazabel, which are on fragrant display as are flowers, fresh baked breads and other regional and seasonal specialties. 

Tradition runs deep at these weekly market gatherings which in Ordizia have taken place continuously for over 500 years and in Tolosa are accompanied by local residents who stroll the old town singing Basque language songs the last Saturday of each month.

Cider houses

Locals gather at traditional Basque cider houses (sidrería) where they enthusiastically line up with their glasses when the patron yells “txotx” indicating that a stream of effervescent cider is to be released fresh from the barrel. 

Visitors may even see some traditionalists stand through their meal of “tortilla with bacalao’, dinosaur-sized portions of rib-eye steak, plus Idiazabel cheese and membrillo (quince paste, all served family-style. 

The key at these cider houses is the natural socialization fostered by frequent rounds to the common cider barrel.

Pintxo 

Pintxos are Northern Spain's answer to tapas. In Basque Country, there is fierce debate as to which chefs make the most savory and creative pintxos. 

There are many pintxo bars in the old town of both Bilbao and San Sebastian. 

Savory Societies

Private gastronomic societies, called txokos in the Basque language, are integral to Basque culture. 

There are over 200 txokos in San Sebastian alone and an invitation inside one of these private gastronomic societies, where guests cook, drink and chat the afternoon away with members, is a culinary experience.

Point Lookout Lighthouse, Maryland

Maryland’s Point Lookout Lighthouse, in the town of Scotland, is widely considered to be the most haunted lighthouse in the history of America. 

Built in 1830, the lighthouse is based in what is now Point Lookout State Park, near what was once an old hospital and the largest prison camp for Confederate soldiers during the Civil War.

Over 4,000 graves have been found near and under the site where the lighthouse now stands and generating much paranormal speculation.

A number of active spirits are said to still live in the lighthouse, which went dark 45 years ago. 

Sightings of ghosts, some still in their uniform, are said to be common in the main lighthouse, its secret basement and on the surrounding land. 

Claimed sightings of ghosts include Ann Davies, the widowed wife of the lighthouse’s first keeper (and a keeper herself), who is often seen wearing a long blue dress and white blouse, while saying “this is my home”. 

Point Lookout sits on a peninsula at the junction of the Potomac River and the Chesapeake Bay, with stretches of beach, and dense fields of pine trees.

These are ‘new’ mountains rising 13,775 feet or 4,200 metres abruptly without foothills and are a spectacular backdrop on the way to the luxury of world famous Jackson Hole.

An hour east of Billings is The Little Big Horn Battlefield where General Custer encountered Sitting Bull’s and Crazy Horse’s warriors and suffered what has been described as the worst American military disaster ever.

Deadwood is three hundred miles from Billings and along the way takes in is The Devil’s Tower of Close Encounters.

South of Deadwood, on the way to the Badlands National Park, are the Presidents’ images carved in the rock of iconic Mount Rushmore as well as the much more ambitious but still ‘work in progress’ Crazy Horse Memorial.  

Wind Cave National Park and Hot Springs, South Dakota, are four hundred miles from the Billings rental station.

Wheels of Change, Africa

Austin Adventures launched Wheels of Change (WOC), a non-profit organisation, in 2010 to bring donated bicycles to the African continent. 

The aim is to help alleviate the cycle of poverty facing the people of rural Africa through increased mobility and economic development.

Through various chapters throughout the U.S., Wheels of Change International collects donated bicycles to be shipped overseas to Africa. 

Upon arrival, locals are trained in both bicycle mechanics and how to run a business. 

The shipping container is then converted into a bike shop that retails, services and rents bicycles at a subsidized cost with 100% all profits going back into the community.

In 2011, WOC delivered a shipment of 400 bikes to a village outside of Nairobi, Kenya which now operates as a successful Bicycle Empowerment Center serving thousands of people.

The latest container of more than 300 bikes arrived in Linyanti village in August and will serve the Zambezi Region of northeast Namibia (formerly known as the Caprivi Region).  

Here, no public transport is available, and owing to their low incomes, private motor vehicle ownership is impossible for most people. 

The population of the region survives mainly on subsistence farming and fishing, so transporting produce is a major requirement. 

For children, getting to school can be a daily challenge, especially if they live more than a few kilometers from school. 

The shipment to Linyanti will also benefit two conservancy-based bicycle tourism projects that will be launched using the new bicycles. 

The first is in the Wuparu Conservancy, about 50km from the bicycle shop, and the other is located on the other side of Namibia in the Kunene region, in Khoadi Hoas Conservancy.

“Four score and seven years ago our fathers brought forth on this continent a new nation, conceived in Liberty, and dedicated to the proposition that all men are created equal.

Now we are engaged in a great civil war, testing whether that nation, or any nation, so conceived and so dedicated, can long endure. 

We are met on a great battle-field of that war. We have come to dedicate a portion of that field, as a final resting place for those who here gave their lives that that nation might live. It is altogether fitting and proper that we should do this.

But, in a larger sense, we cannot dedicate...we can not consecrate...we can not hallow this ground. 

The brave men, living and dead, who struggled here, have consecrated it, far above our poor power to add or detract. 

The world will little note, nor long remember what we say here, but it can never forget what they did here. It is for us the living, rather, to be dedicated here to the unfinished work, which they who fought here have thus far so nobly advanced. 

It is rather for us to be here dedicated to the great task remaining before us—that from these honored dead we take increased devotion to that cause for which they gave the last full measure of devotion—that we here highly resolve that these dead shall not have died in vain—that this nation, under God, shall have a new birth of freedom—and that government: of the people, by the people, for the people, shall not perish from the earth.”

Durham Cathedral, one of the first sites in Britain to be designated a UNESCO World Heritage site, is located in the centre of Durham City and is widely regarded as the finest Norman building in Europe. 

The historic site marks the burial place of the northern saint, Saint Cuthbert, in whose honour the Lindisfarne Gospels were written. 

The Gospels are on display with other treasures in a once-in-a-lifetime exhibition at the nearby Palace Green Library from to 30 September 2013.

Durham Castle stands next to the Cathedral, overlooking the city’s narrow streets and the wooded slopes of the River Wear.

The Bowes Museum, is a nineteenth century French-style chateau located in the 22 acres of parkland and built by John Bowes for his French actress wife Josephine and houses her collection of treasures. 

Raby Castle, one of the finest medieval Castles in England, built by the mighty Nevill family in the 14th Century. 

Auckland Castle, a short drive from Durham, has been the palace of the Prince Bishops of Durham for over 900 years and was the seat of power in the North East of England and after the Norman Conquest.

The Castle is now home to many important works of art, most notably the paintings of Jacob (Israel) and his twelve sons by Spanish master Fransisco da Zurbaran.

The county of Durham includes the Durham Dales,  Vale of Durham and the North Pennines Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

Al Zubarah, Qatar

The town of Al Zubarah, Qatar is the largest archaeological site to be inducted into the UNESCO World Heritage List.

An historic coastal town that is now abandoned, Al Zubarah is situated approximately 100km north-west of Doha.

Founded in the mid-18th century, the town developed into a centre for pearling and international trade and rose to become the country’s largest and most important settlement.

The success of Al Zubarah attracted the attention of other Gulf powers, and after several attacks the town was eventually burned to the ground in 1811. It never fully recovered and was abandoned by the mid-20th century.

Today, the abandoned settlement is regarded as one of the largest and best preserved examples of an 18th to 19th century merchant town anywhere in the Gulf.

Covering an area of 60 hectares, the archaeological site showcases remains of palaces, mosques, streets, courtyard houses, fishermen’s huts, harbour and cemeteries. 

The Al Zubarah is the first Qatari site to be added to the World Heritage List, which includes more than 900 historical and cultural sites around the world including the Yellowstone Natural Park in the United States of America and the Pyramids of Giza in Egypt.

Call on Mexico to ban use of wild animals as tourist photo ‘props’ 
The use of wild animals, such as lion, jaguar and tiger cubs for tourist photo ‘props’ in resorts across Mexico should be outlawed to protect the animals, say three international wildlife charities.

Care for the Wild International, Born Free Foundation and the FAADA Foundation have united to petition the Mexican government to change the law following hundreds of complaints from tourists.

Visitors to Cancun and other resorts are often confronted by people with young, cute animals with which they can have a photograph taken – for a fee. 
Some are told that the animals are ‘orphans’, and that the money will go towards their care – but this is often far from the truth.

Most of the animals will have been taken away from their mothers at birth, they may be drugged, mutilated – teeth and claws removed – exploited on a daily basis then faced with an uncertain future when they are too old for photographs.

Champagne- Ardenne and the WW1 Centenary

Best known for its sporting and outdoor activities, fine wines and historic cities of Reims, Troyes and Langres, Champagne-Ardenne, comprising the départements of Ardennes, Marne, Aube and Haut-Marne, has a large number of battle sites, museums, cemeteries and memorials.

While The Somme is synonymous with great battles involving British and Commonwealth troops, it’s the Champagne-Ardenne region, where American, Russian and Portuguese troops fought alongside the French and whose sites are less-well known.

Vallée Moreau

Another location of interest is the German rest camp at the Vallée Moreau. 

Here trenches, tunnels and buildings have been restored by the Franco German Committee when work began in 1966. 

Other spots well worth a visit in Champagne-Ardenne include the Orientation Centre in Suippes and the chance to get an understanding of the battles and discover the human side of the conflict with film, photos, documents and military objects. 

Near Reims is the Fort of La Pompelle built in 1880 as one of a ring of defence points for the city and the museum here houses a display of artillery and a collection of over 500 Imperial German Army helmets that is unique in the world.

Between Dormans and Reims, the British cemetery at Marfaux contains the graves of 1,114 British soldiers and 15 New Zealanders.

The wildlife of the Chiltern Hills, UK

The Chiltern Hills were designated an Area of Outstanding Natural (AONB) in 1965 as one of the finest landscapes in England and Wales.

Large tracts of chalk grassland, or 'downland', are key landscape features with many of the plants found only in chalk grassland.

These include the Chiltern Gentian and chalk-loving Bee Orchid or the pretty-in-purple Pasqueflower which is now a very rare plant in the UK. This specialised habitat also supports a wide variety of animals, many of which need these specific chalk grassland plants in order to survive.

The Chalkhill blue butterfly can be spotted almost anywhere on Chilterns chalk downland. In 1989, Natural England and the Royal Society for the Protection of Birds launched a project to reintroduce the red kite back into England and Scotland. 

The first successful breeding in the Chilterns took place in 1992, and since then numbers have steadily increased to approximately 400/500 breeding pairs.

Where tourism has arrived, it is largely in the form of quaint little

taverns serving fresh lobster spaghetti and baked fish. 

There is a smattering of hotels in the towns of Otzias and Korissia, and several bars in Kea's lively port of Vourkari.

For the adventurous, there is the chance to wander from the beaten track with the island crisscrossed by 65km of walking paths which have been used for centuries to link neighbouring villages. 

The waters off Kea's shores are the resting place for several giant shipwrecks, including the HMHS Britannic, the sister ship to the Titanic and the largest diveable wreck in the world. 

Sunk in 1916 it lay undiscovered until 1975 when it was found by Jack Cousteau.

Ioulida, the traffic free capital of the island, is a traditional whitewashed cobbled town 5km from the coast in the north of the island. 

The port town of Vourkari is home to the island's best collection of fashionable restaurants and bars. 

In the summer the yachts and fishing boats moored here give this little hive of activity a distinctly

cosmopolitan feel. The island's other port, Korissia.

Yukon's Tombstone Territorial Park, Canada

Tombstone Park is located near the start of the Dempster Highway, Canada's only all-season public road to cross the Arctic Circle.

The granite Tombstones, that gives the park its name,have been scoured by ice and weather into stalagmite-like peaks and pinnacles that rise high from the tundra carpet. 

Yukon, about the size of France, is part mountains, part boreal forest and part tundra. 

Exploring Tombstone Park can include short hikes off the highway, to long backpacking and mountain climbing trips in the back country. 

There is one established trail, Grizzly Creek, which is the quickest way into the core of the Tombstone Range. 

The trail stops at Grizzly Lake where tent pads, cooking station and an outhouse are provided for visitors. 

The rest of the Park has no established trails into the back country. However on some well-travelled routes, sections of trail can be found, but in general, travel in the park will be a challenge to your orienteering skills.

Yukon territorial parks are co-managed by the First Nation in whose traditional territories the parks are located  and territorial parks now protect some 10% of the total Yukon landmass.

The Big Cypress Indian Reservation, Florida

The Second Seminole War

In the 1830’s, the United States was attempting to enforce its policy of Indian removal, with the Seminoles facing the loss of their homeland and their freedom. 

After broken treaties and failed peace parley’s, the Seminoles took up arms against removal, The US Government thought they could quickly overpower the Seminoles and waged the fiercest of all wars ever waged between the US Government and Native Peoples. 

They burned settlements and captured, killed and scattered many Seminole families. 

This seven year war cost more than the American Revolution and involved 52,000 soldiers fighting against less than 2,000 warriors. The Seminoles fought with courage and determination and had a unique knowledge of the land. 

Although many Seminoles were killed or removed to present-day Oklahoma, they were never defeated, and to this day their 3500 descendants are known as “The Unconquered” Seminole of Tribe of Florida.

The Big Cypress Indian Reservation and Billie Swamp Safari

The Big Cypress Indian Reservation is an Indian reservation of the Seminole Tribe of Florida. 

Located in the Florida Everglades of southern Florida, it is the largest of the five Seminole reservations in the state. The Talyllyn Railway is a narrow gauge railway that opened for goods traffic in 1865, and has operated continuously since between Tywyn on the west coast of Wales and Nant Gwernol, just over seven miles inland.

In 1951 operation of the line was taken over by the Talyllyn Railway Preservation Society and became the world’s first preserved railway.

Operation of the line is primarily by volunteers from all walks of life, with a small paid staff. It is now a major tourist attraction in the mid-Wales area, contributing significantly to the area’s economy.
