Surrounded by the wildlife and moorland wilderness of Glen Tilt, guests at Marble Lodge will be able to enjoy long walks along the pony tracks, or for the more energetic, several munros (hills over 3000ft) are within a day's hike. Angling enthusiasts will find salmon fishing available seasonally on the River Tilt.
